There may be a situation where additional works are needed to be done by the selected
EMA or work shown under scope of work are not required or need to be amended. In that
situation the designated committee will take note of the situation under intimation to
Commissioner, Tourism and necessary directions shall be conveyed to the selectec firm.

Selected EMA shall be responsible for organizing mentioned programs including its plan,
conceptualize and execute various activities on turnkey basis and to ensure overall harmony
and smooth organization of the event in consultation with officer/s in charge at the venue.

Selected EMA shall be required to submit an agreement on non-Judicial stamp paper of Rs.

The Outstation travel and dearness allowance of the folk artists shall be reimbursed on
actuals before departure of the artists after the event.
