41. Correction of arithmetical errors 

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the procuring Entity will 
correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following 
basis: 

If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained 
by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total 
price shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an 
obvious misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total 
price as quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected; 
If there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of 
subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and

ii. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall 
prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in 
which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the 
correction of errors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Security shall be 
forfeited or its Bid Securing Declaration shall be executed.

42. Procuring Entity's Right to Vary Quantities 
The quantity of printing work/services originally indicated in the bidding 
document may vary without any change in the unit prices and other terms and 
conditions of the bid and the conditions of contract. 

If the department procures less than the quantity indicated in the bidding 
documents the bidder shall not be entitled for any claim or compensation 
except otherwise provided in the conditions of contract. 
Orders for additional quantities may be placed on the rates and condition 
given in the contract. Delivery or completion period may also be 
proportionately increased. The Iimits of orders for additional quantities shall be 
50% of the value goods or services of the original contract. 
If the Bidder fails to supply the department shall be free to arrange/procure the 
items and the extra cost incurred shall be recovered from the Supplier. 

43. Price fall clause: The prices under a rate contract shall be subject to price fall 
clause. A clause regarding price fall shall be incorporated in the terms and 
conditions of rate contract. Price fall clause is a price safety mechanism in rate 
contracts and it provides that if the rate contract holder quotes / reduces its price to 
render similar goods, works or services at a price lower than the rate contract price 
to anyone in the State at any time during the currency of the rate contract, the rate 
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
